Film begins with documentary pictures depicting Halloween celebration on October 31, 2008. We see people dancing and singing. We also see a well-known television host Nika Lomidze, who’s talking to camera:

Question by a journalist: Do you celebrate Halloween every year?

Nika Lomidze: You know what? If I tell you that this is an old Georgia tradition and I celebrate it every year, that won’t be true, but I try to catch up with time. So, today I’m here. I feel great. I’m very happy.
Host of the event from the stage: Thanks to Tbilisi municipality! Do you know who organized all these for you? No, you don’t know it. Wehave a very cool organization, called Adrenaline G, who’s behind it all and we are having fun.

(a couple of more second of dancing and costumes)

Nika Lomidze: It’s great that so many young people came together. Very different people from very different circles are interrelating with each other. Today they all have come together and this is great for Tbilisi and not only Tbilisi, but for the whole of Georgia.
(For a couple of seconds pictures of dancing)

Interview with a participant couple: We love Halloween very much. We celebrate it every time. Friday the 13th! Oh, that’s very scary indeed, but we celebrate it with love (they kiss each other).

Nika Ghonghadze, a chief organizer of the event: For some reason, people were not celebrating Halloween, or they were celebrating it in close circle. This year we decided to move the event out in the street and I think it has worked. Everything is just great.

(Pictures of female dancers and DJ)

Journalist: Do you plan to make it into an annual event?

Nika Ghonghadze: Yes, it will become an annual party. It will grow in size, we will grow. I want to thank Tbilisi municipality for all of this. I thank them for standing by our side and for supporting us. I’m satisfied with everything. I can say that the Halloween has arrived in Georgia, in our streets in its tradition format.
Fireworks light up the sky. All of a sudden unrest begins. Shouts, swearing and sounds of quarrel are heard. A monk and people accompanying him go up on the stage. Pictures show broken equipment.

DJ (with his lip bruised): I don’t know what happened. They hit me in face. One thing is that the Georgians do not know how to have fun. But another thing is that they give too much significance to things that have no significance at all. Every value has been downgraded. What’s so bad if we have fun, if we love and caress each other? I don’t understand this.

One of the participants: I think nobody had right to raid a peaceful, law-abiding and a well organized party. I think they should be sued, because they broke equipment, they beat up people and they deranged the event organized by Tbilisi municipality. I feel discomfort. I’ve been hit too and I feel awful. I think these people should be taken to court.

Author’s text: This incident was covered by media, but every newspaper described the event as a satanic ritual deranged by public. A similar article was published in Alia newspaper on November 5, 2008, which included interviews with those who raided the event.
(Camera shows a picture of the front page of the Alia newspaper. Most of the front page is gone under the photo of the above mentioned article which is titled as “Satanic ritual in the vicinity of Sioni Church?”)

Excerpt from the newspaper article. Nikoloz Chkhikvadze talking: On Friday evening, October 31, I saw announcement on television that the so called Halloween was going to be celebrated. So I went to Erekle Street with my friend. Beyond barriers I saw young people dressed in black raincoats and awful costumes. They had blood drops on their bodies. Some of them had red paints around their necks. They were sickening to watch. Some of them had illuminated horns on their heads. Somebody told us: “if you put horns on your heads and put red paint around your necks the organizers will pay you 200 dollars.”
Interview with the author of the article Dito Chubinidze: My source was the chairman of the Union of Orthodox Parents Avtandil Ungiadze and the member of the same organization, Nikoloz Chkhikvadze. These people gave me concrete information.
Excerpt from the newspaper article: The street was full of people. The women were almost naked. They were dressed only in white transparent capes. Otherwise, they were stark naked. They were all very aggressive. They were roaring and shouting. Some monks showed up and told the young people in ecstasy that what they were doing was blasphemous. Many young people “with horns” and “throats cut” accepted monks’ suggestion. They came to their senses and started fighting each other. They broke all the equipment.
Question to the author of the article: Did you try to contact the other side?
The author of the article: I don’t know where the other side is. I can’t tell you where they gather. I don’t know anything about those secret sects. I think special services should contact them, not journalists in order to protect state security.
Excerpt from the newspaper article. The chief of the Union of Orthodox Parents Avtandil Ungiadze talking: They’ve been trying to establish this day as a celebration. I don’t see a particular person or organization behind those efforts, but there’s always the West and especially America behind. Georgian statehood is based on constitution and constitutional agreement between the state and the church. So, whoever fights the church, also fights the state and those people should be put in jail.
Ucha Nanuashvili, head of Human Rights Center: The only truth in this statement is that the state and the church do really have a constitutional agreement. But the agreement has many points in it that goes against the ideas of this gentleman. All these ideas are fruits of fantasy of this man.
Interview with a student of spiritual seminary, Kakha Gotsadze, who witnessed the raid of the event: 
Question: Did you go inside a protected area of the event?

Kakha: Yes, I did.

Question: What was happening there?

Kakha: They were drinking. They were having fun. There was nothing wrong there.

Question: Was there any altercation or anything like that there?

Kakha: No.

Question: Was there any kind of satanic ritual taking place?

Kakha: No, they were just having fun. Friends were meeting each other. They were having drinks.

Interview with another student of the spiritual seminary, Beso Liparteliani, who also witnessed the raid:
Beso: I saw the monk, Davit Isakadze, who I know very well. I saw persons accompanying them who clashed with participants and it was then that the fight began as I heard.
Question: No, you tell us only what you saw.

Beso: What I saw was that one monk came in from one end. Isakadze was already inside at that moment. He was standing very close to the stage. Then a couple of young people jumped up on the stage and pushed DJ’s equipment off. Everybody was drunk.

The host of the Halloween event, Sandro speaking: They jumped up on the stage and threw me down in the people.
Question: Who was protecting the area?

Nika, the organizer of the event: Patrol Police. There were two police crews there: one at the beginning of the street and another one at the end of the street.

Question: How did those people get inside the protected area, where people without tickets were not allowed?
Nika, the organizer: Security let them in. It is a rule like that in Georgia: cassock gives you a pass everywhere.

Question: Was there any dialogue between organizers and the newcomers?
Nika: If they had come up to any of us, even if they were the local inhabitants, and asked us to end it, we’d finish the party and everything would have ended peacefully. But when you raid the venue and break everything, this is...
Beso, the participant of the event: Father Davit saidto me: “My son, we are defending the Orthodox Church. Why do you oppose us?” I said: “Fistfight and violence have nothing to do with the Orthodox Church.” After that others stepped in. They wanted to fight me. They said: “How do you dare to say this to a monk.” Then police showed up. They said to me: “What do you want?” and they also scolded me: “Why do you talk with the monk like that?” I said: “They call me Satanist and they want to beat me. You need to protect me and you...” And they said: “Move away and be quiet.”
Question: Did police patrol document the broken equipment?
Nika, the organizer: Nobody documented anything.

Beso, the participant: When the monks came in, many of us removed their masks and slipped away. I know a couple of them – the members of the Christian-democratic party and the students of the Technical University. They were having fun before the monks showed up, but then they moved over to their side. The girls were hiding their horns and telling the monks: “Sorry father, we are fasting.”
Question: Cannot you go to court?
Nika, the organizer: Yes, we can, but what is the point?

Question: Why is there no point in it?

Nika: This is Georgia.

Question: Do you also plan to celebrate Halloween this year?

Nika: Yes, we do.

Question: How do you plan to do it? By asking the Patriarchate for blessing?

Nika: This could be the way.

The DJ of the Halloween event meets lawyer from the human rights organization:
DJ: I went to police the same day and I filed the suit.

Lawyer: Who was the police investigator?
DJ: Ilia Gelkhauri. I haven’t seen any reaction so far. I’ve talked to him a couple of times. He says the investigation is going on, but I have not been questioned.

Lawyer: After you were recognized as a victim, the investigator had to question you in the first place.
DJ: They crashed my 8 thousand dollar equipment and they also inflicted bodily harm on me. I’m a victim of course.

Lawyer: The investigator should have explained to you rights and obligations of a victim. You had to name a person you were suing and who you believed should have compensated your losses. My advice is that you sue patrol police. Police is no party here. Police did not inflict material damage on you. But police officers did not document the incident which was their direct obligation.
Ana Natsvlishvili, Human Rights Center lawyer: The Human Rights Center was doing a research about the situation in Georgia in regards with the crimes motivated by hatred, including religious, racial or ethnic hatred. We addressed Georgia’s chief prosecutor and requested public information. They wrote us back that the investigation was going on in regards with damaging musical instruments and stealing computer. But the October 31 incident is a far more grievous crime then the isolated facts the Chief Prosecutor is investigating.
Dito Chubinidze, the author of the Alia newspaper article: Today in Georgia we do not have authorities who will stop similar events from happening by rule of law. We have authorities who encourage sects, especially the sect of the Jehovah Witnesses. This is the government of anti-orthodox, anti-nationalistic spirit.
Ana Natsvlishvili, a lawyer: As for the accusation that the participants of the event were Satanists, or that they were united under some religious beliefs, we can assume, that if these accusations were true, they would have defended their ideas and their beliefs,. They would have gone to court and win the case, but this did not happen.

Dito Chubinidze, Alia newspaper: I’m telling you that I have information that lots of high rank Georgian government officials have links with those sects and heretic organizations. Therefore, I’m not surprised at all that there was no reaction from the authorities regarding this incident.
Gogi Gvakharia, the host of the Cultural Chronicle on Radio Liberty: There are two types of fear. One type of fear is when you don’t want stones to be thrown at you. Imagine yellow newspaper writing over and over again that you are Satan. This is exhausting and I understand those who fear that this may happen to them. This is a very human fear. But there’s this second type of fear widely spread among my colleagues and journalists that I find very amazing. They really believe when somebody tells them that if they do something their kid will fall ill. And they fear of this. Those are very well known journalists who told me of this fear.
Ana Natsvlishvili, a Lawyer: I’m religious and like anybody else living in this country, I have right to know who thinks what and who stands where in cases like that. Unfortunately, the public in Georgia has no way to know this and this is where many of us are wrong: including government and media. We are all wrong when we stay quiet when we become victims of violation. It is also a fact that neither church tries to make clear what is its position and role in current events.
Gela Zautashvili, an artists: It was November 7, when director of the art gallery Sasha Rekhviashvili called and asked me to come to the gallery ASAP. Some people had raided the gallery and they were very aggressive. I came to the gallery. I don’t know how many they were - probably a dozen. They were all of amazing appearance, something you can never forget. They were aggressive. They were not sparing insulting words. They abused me. I was talking with them politely. They were talking with us rudely. I asked one of them: “How old are you?” “It is none of your business,” - He answered. “You must be of the age of my elder son,” – I said. “To hell with your elder son,” – he answered.
Question: Why did not you call patrol police?

Gela: It never crossed my mind that I had to call police. The owner of the gallery had to do it first place. That painting (titled in Sanskrit) is called “Long live to vagina”. It shows vaginas of genius ladies in pots which makes it a hazardous and unaesthetic composition of course. But I had this composition so long in my mind that I wanted to make it happen. The prayer to vagina was printed in English and Georgian and attached to the wall, but the Georgians do not love reading.
Question: Do you think of they had read it, it would have stopped them?

Gela: I don’t know, but at least they would have known what that composition was about, whether it was obscenity of the painter or something much thought about. They said: “How do you dare to insult our saint?” I said it was no insult at all.
Text of the author: The painted pots showed vaginas of famous ladies, including vagina of Queen Tamara, who’s been canonized by the Georgian Orthodox Church.
Giorgi Gvakharia, a TV host: When in Denmark cartoons of Mohamed were published, that was controversial, but I think beating somebody and raiding his compounds is wrong and unacceptable. If somebody feels insulted, he has right to protest, to write something in reply or arrange a protest rally.
Gela, a painter: Imagine, even under communist regime I have not been subjected to this much abuse. And after the communist nightmare is gone, in the 21st century democratic Georgia we have this kind of things happening.
Ana, a lawyer: In regards with Gela Zautashvili’s painting, we have a typical case of violation of the freedom of expression of the painter. This is how the European court explains the freedom of expression – freedom of expression does not mean expressing ideas that is acceptable for the society. Freedom of expression protects those who express ideas that are unacceptable for the authorities or different groups of society.
Gogi Gvakharia, a TV host: Why don’t you let me free? I’m painter. I’m not a clergyman. Why do you invade my private life, my space? This is hooliganism and terror. I see the way out in talking about it. The more absurdity like this happen the better it will be for the free men. But I still believe that it is possible to engage everybody in talk.
